Closed Session Meeting Minutes

1.) Roll Call:  Chairman Gary Kastenson called the meeting to order at 6:45p.m.  Present were Spvrs. Jim Millonzi, Paul Ryan and Wayne Loppnow.  Also present was Clerk Kari Morgan and Attorney Stan Riffle of Arenz, Molter, Macy and Riffle.  Spvr. Heinrichs was absent for this portion of the meeting.
2.) Closed Session:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to move to closed session pursuant to s. 19.85sub(1)(e) WI Stats. for the purpose of discussion regarding the I-94 Sewer/Water Capacity Purchase.  Roll call for support of motion:  Ch. Kastenson – aye; Spvr. Millonzi – aye; Spvr. Ryan – aye; Spvr. Loppnow – aye, carried 4/0.

3.) Reconvene to Open Session:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow  to reconvene to open session, carried 4/0.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi to recess until the start of the regular board meeting, carried 4/0.
Regular Town Board Meeting Minutes

February 10, 2009
1.) Roll Call:  As done at previously held closed session meeting.  Also present was Treasurer Karen Kastenson, Fire & Rescue Dept. Chief Alan Babe and approximately eight (8) residents.  Spvr. Heinrichs arrived at 7:30p.m.
2.) Payment of Bills:  Paid for and authorized in the amount of $97,992.27
3.) Treasurer’s Report:  Presented by Treasurer Karen Kastenson as follows: General:  $61,305.44; Money Market:  $98,220.59; Reserve (Equipment): $27,005.38; Reserve (Land):  $22,671.54.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve as presented, carried 5/0.  
4.) Minutes of Previous Meeting:  January 19th, January 27th, February 5th:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi to approve all sets of minutes, carried 5/0.
5.) Set Agenda:  No changes.
6.) Fire Department 
a. Correspondence:  Chief Babe informed the board know that they have members attending a seminar put on by the Fire Chief’s Assoc.  They also have 5 members attending an ice rescue class in Randall.  Chief Babe stated that the volunteer center of Racine Co. recognition awards are still open.  Ch. Kastenson suggested they go with what Chief Babe recommended at their last meeting.  A consensus of the board will place Randy Cole’s name in this.  Spvr. Ryan will write something up.
b. Discussion/Decision on 2009 FEMA Grants:  Chief Babe stated that this is specifically targeted through the Dept. of Homeland Security.  They have until March 6th and it is a matching grant up to 5%.  They currently have no way of matching the CO levels and there is a unit made that measures CO levels in the blood.  They cost $3,500 a piece and they have thought about purchasing one for each squad and one for the rehab unit.  The town’s cost would be about $600.  Those three units would come to $10,500.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi to authorize Chief Babe to write for the grant, carried 5/0.
7.) DPW

a. Discussion/Possible Decision on Sign Grants:  Clerk Morgan stated that DPW Spvr. John Ertl is contacting Racine County to see if they would be interested in making the signs if the town applied for the 3M grant.  Spvr. Heinrichs moved, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi to hold over to next meeting, carried 5/0.
8.) Planning Commission

a. Total Storage, LLC, 2941 S. 27th St. – Concept Plan Review:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve as presented.  Spvr. Millonzi questioned what they are doing here since there are two different plans.  The representative for Total Storage, LLC stated that right now they are currently leaning towards the plan with the two larger buildings.  Both the county and planning commission approved both plans.  Chief Babe reviewed the plans and stated that he feels more comfortable with the two building plan rather than the three building plan because of the space to get in and out with fire department equipment.  Motion carried 4/1.  Call for motion since there was confusion on the motion.  Motion denied 2/3.  Ch. Kastenson, Spvrs. Heinrichs and Millonzi opposed.  Spvr. Millonzi moved, seconded by Spvr. Heinrichs to approve the plan with the two buildings plan.  Ch. Kastenson stated that on the north building there is a lean-to.  Motion carried 5/0.
9.) New Business

a. Discussion on Child Protection Ordinance:  Spvr. Ryan stated that there are two ordinances out there right now that seem to be better than what the older ones are.  Muskego and Franklin both have newer ones.  His reason for putting it on the agenda was to see if they could move forward with something similar to see if they can have it drafted into ordinance form.  Spvr. Ryan stated that it really is a sexual offender ordinance and it is to prevent people from moving in too close to schools or other public facilities.  It does not do anything to those already living in the community.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he does not see a problem with it.  Spvr. Ryan moved to have this formatted into an ordinance and placed on the next planning commission agenda, seconded by Spvr. Heinrichs, carried 5/0.
b. Discussion/Adoption of Resolution 2009-03 titled “A Resolution of the Town Board of the Town of Raymond Regarding Setting the Fireworks Designated Use Site and Designated Days for Use: Chairman Kastenson read the resolution.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve as presented.  Spvr. Ryan questioned the condition of the property.  He also stated that a side agreement separate to this resolution should be on file as far as the site management plan which he would like to see come before the board and have approved.  Chief Babe stated that they should include the Fire Chief in the approval of this site because right now they do not have this.  Clerk Morgan explained that a site plan was presented a few months back.  Motion to approve resolution carried 5/0.  The board will review the site plans at their first meeting in June.  
c. Clarification on Engineer Review for Building Permits:  Spvr. Ryan stated that the whole point was to take the decision out of the planning commission’s hands so the person they are contracting with makes the decisions.  If Lee feels engineering is needed, then he should send it to the engineer.  The decision to send it to the engineer should be on Lee and he will have to make that call.  
d. Discussion/Possible Decision on Mark Kyvik, Transfer of Proprietorship for Paintball Sams:  Spvr. Loppnow stated that Ms. Gerovac contacted him and she is the owner of the property.  They would like to get a new owner there and there is a conditional use on it right now and it is a perpetual conditional use on it and he would like to change the name on that conditional use.  Nothing will be different then the way it is now.  He is still working on the new name at this time.  He is not planning on adding anything.  Spvr. Loppnow moves to approve contingent to Racine County’s approval, seconded by Spvr. Ryan, carried 5/0.  
10.) Unfinished Business

a. Discussion/Possible Decision on Incorp. of Family & Medi al Leave in Policy Manual:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Heinrichs to hold over, carried 5/0.
b. Discussion/Decision on Document for DPW Foreman Responsibilities:  Spvr. Ryan moved to approve, seconded by Spvr. Heinrichs, carried 5/0.
c. Second Reading and Adoption of Ord. 2009-01 titled “An Ordinance to Create Section 26-2 of the Code of Ordinances Related to Stockpiling Materials:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Heinrichs to suspend the rules and read by title only, carried 5/0.  Ch. Kastenson read by title.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi to approve ordinance as read, carried 5/0.
d. Discussion/Possible Decision on Media Equipment Purchase:  Spvr. Ryan stated that Clerk Morgan provided information on the media equipment.  Spvr. Ryan’s thought is that if they have a projector and the quote is high that was received.  He stated that he has seen a $300 projector that works just fine.  He also has been looking at projectors and found one that was $499.  Spvr. Ryan would like to look at projectors a bit more and come back at some point.  Spvr. Ryan moved to table until a different point in time, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi, carried 5/0.
e. Discussion/Adoption of Resolution 2009-02 titled “A Resolution Respecting the Establishment of Revised Fireworks Permit Fees for the Town of Raymond”:  Ch. Kastenson read resolution 2009-02.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Heinrichs to adopt resolution as read, carried 5/0.
11.)   Public Comment:  Resident Sharon Korponai questioned when the SWUD minutes will be published on the website.  Clerk Morgan explained that the first time she received minutes from the commission was in January and this was since September.  She requested an update on the root river project.  Spvr. Ryan updated her on the status of the project.  
12.) Communications & Announcements: Spvr. Ryan announced their next meeting will be held on Monday, February 16, 2009 at 7:00p.m. and they will have representatives from the DNR, SEWRPC, MMSD, surrounding municipality representatives, Robin Vos and Bill McReynolds are all expected to attend.  Ch. Kastenson mentioned that there was a letter from the DOT that the town received regarding potential projects for the stimulus plan.  Ch. Kastenson will talk to John Ertl about this issue.  
13.) Adjournment:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi to adjourn, carried 5/0.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45p.m.
