Closed Session Meeting Minutes

March 10, 2009

1.) Roll Call:  Chairman Gary Kastenson called the meeting to order at 7:04p.m.  Present were Spvrs. Jim Millonzi, Joe Heinrichs, Paul Ryan and Wayne Loppnow.  Also present was Clerk Kari Morgan and DPW Spvr. John Ertl.  
2.) Closed Session:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi to move to closed session pursuant to s. 19.85 sub(1)(c)&(f) Wis. Stats. to discuss work issues and procedures with Department of Public Works Supervisor.  Roll call for support of motion:  Ch. Kastenson – aye; Spvr. Heinrichs – aye; Spvr. Millonzi – aye; Spvr. Ryan – aye; Spvr. Loppnow – aye.  Carried 5/0.
3.) Reconvene to Open Session:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan  to reconvene to open session, carried 5/0.
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1.) Roll Call:  As done at previously held meeting.  Also present was Treasurer Karen Kastenson, and approximately eight (8) residents.  
2.) Payment of Bills:  Paid for and authorized in the amount of $77,494.50
3.) Treasurer’s Report:  February 11 -24th report was presented by Treasurer Karen Kastenson as follows:  General:  $20,821.42; Money Market:  $98,220.59; Reserve (Equipment):  $27,005.38; Reserve (Land):  $22,671.54.  February 25th – March 10th report was presented by Treasurer Karen Kastenson as follows: General:  $38,278.00; Money Market:  $23,358.56; Reserve (Equipment): $27,022.84; Reserve (Land):  $22,686.60.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi  to approve as presented, carried 5/0.  
4.) Minutes of Previous Meeting:  February 24, 2009; March 2, 2009:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow  to approve all sets of minutes as presented.  Clerk Morgan asked the board if they reviewed the additional documents that were requested to be added to the minutes.  The board stated that they did.  Motion carried 5/0.
5.) Set Agenda:  None.
6.) Fire Department

a. Correspondence:  Chief Babe stated that there is a NIMS 300 class beginning this weekend.  It will be held on Saturday the 14th and Saturday the 28th.  There is also a NIMS 400 class coming up.  He also stated that there is a hazardous mitigation task force meeting being held on March 31st.  Ch. Kastenson mentioned that they want an elected official to attend as well as someone from fire and the DPW.  Chief Babe will be attending.  Chief Babe stated that there is quite a bit of money available right now for fire departments.  He also stated that they received three small rescue boats at no cost.  The retail cost would have been $3,200.  Clerk Morgan will speak to Senator Lehman to obtain dates for the grants.  He also mentioned that they got approved by the state starting in 2010 they will no longer be IV techs and they will now have a different title.  This will enable them to offer more skills.  
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b. Discussion/Possible Spvr. Ryan moved to authorize the town attorney to prepare a formal notice of default and intention to take action to address the outstanding issues and to draw on the letter of credit to cover all expenses including engineering and legal expenses to do so to be sent to him and the LLC under the development agreement.  Spvr. Millonzi questioned if the town can stop the lots from being sold until everything is repaired?  The bard would like Atty. Ekes to look at all the options the town has.  Spvr. Ryan pointed out the discussion of having a erosion control placed on the lot line to prevent some of the silt from running down into the pond.  The board discussed speaking with Engineer Stamborski to see if it is something that the town should proceed with.
c. Discussion/Possible Decision on Assistance to Firefighters Grant:  Chief Babe stated that this is the second half of the grant that he mentioned to the town the last time.  He questioned if the town wants him to try and push for the tanker.  A consensus of the board agreed to this.    
7.) DPW

a. Discussion/Possible Decision on 2009 Road Work:  Ch. Kastenson stated that the town has $200,000 in their budget for road work.  The board reviewed the list of roads provided by DPW Spvr. John Ertl.  Spvr. Loppnow suggested John Ertl choose which road to have done since he is on the roads all the time.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to have the DPW foreman choose which roads he fees should be done with the money budgeted.  Motion carried 5/0.
b. Discussion/Set Date for Posting Road Restrictions:  Ch. Kastenson stated that they spoke to DPW Foreman John Ertl about this and he feels the roads should be posted tomorrow.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to have the foreman set the posting of the roads and takes them off when he feels it is time, carried 5/0.
8.) Planning Commission

a. Clark Kosinski, 1407 51st St. – Waiver for Soil Dist. & Stockpile Material Ordinance Permit Requirements:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to waive the requirements for a soil disturbance permit and a stockpile material permit, carried 5/0.
9.) New Business

a. Discussion/Possible Adoption of Resolution 2009-04 titled “A Resolution Opposing the Creation of a Permanent RTA and Opposing the Recommendations of the RTA”:  Ch. Kastenson read the resolution.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to adopt resolution 2009-04, carried 5/0.
b. Discussion/Possible Decision on Pest Mgmnt. Contract for Town Hall:  Ch. Kastenson stated that he does not know if this is needed.  Ch. Kastenson suggested the DPW come up on a weekend and get rid of the bugs by “bombing” for them.  Spvr. Ryan stated that he thinks this is pretty reasonable.  Spvr. Heinrichs stated that they need a pesticide 
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applicator license to do this.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to hold over until they find out if it is legal for the DPW to spray for bugs, carried 5/0. 
c. Discussion/Possible Decision on Treasurer Job Description and Pay Rate:  Ch. Kastenson stated that this is something that they have to get done tonight since they are going to be interviewing on Monday.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he would rather see it stay a salary then go to hourly.  Spvr. Ryan questioned Treasurer Kastenson to give a ballpark about how many hours she puts in.  She stated that from December through March it is about 15 to 20 hours a week.  The rest of the year July/August/September is probably about 10 hours per week.  Spvr. Loppnow feels this should be a salaried position.  Spvr. Ryan stated that if someone puts in 50 hours for tax time and figure they are not going to get paid anymore for that, then will they not do the work.  Spvr. Ryan suggested they start out with what is in the budget and go from there.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to leave the treasurer’s position as a salaried paid position, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to leave the pay rate at $8,500 annually, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Millonzi pointed out that the person hired should be able to have regular daytime hours.  Spvr. Heinrichs questioned a probationary period.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Heinrichs  to approve with the additions that have been made, carried 5/0.
10.) Unfinished Business
a. Discussion/Review of Sexual Offender Residency Restrictions:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi to hold over to the next meeting since they just received this before the meeting.  Spvr. Ryan encouraged the board to review this before the next meeting to understand what is in here before the first reading is done, carried 5/0.
b. Discussion/Possible Decision on Ray Easement, 49th Street:  Clerk Morgan explained the change in the easement language.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to accept the change to the drainage easement.  Mr. Ray stated that he had a few questions on what was going on to begin with.  He stated that he needs clarification as to what this entails.  If this is signed, he wants to know what happens exactly.  Ch. Kastenson explained that this easement agreement states that if Mr. Ray goes in and starts changing things without approval, the town has the right to go and change it back to the way it was.  Mr. Ray stated that this is bordering on eminent domain issues.  Mr. Ray stated that the verbiage in this is typical of what a town tries to do when they want to take someone’s property.  Spvr. Ryan stated that if he does not want to sign it, he should not sign it then, but they would like him to have it in case there is a problem.  Mr. Ray stated that he wants to bury the pipe all the way down to his property and that is what he is planning on doing.  He stated that this is a one acre lot and it is his front yard.  Spvr. Heinrichs stated that this is 
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set up so that the town can sustain this waterway.  Spvr. Heinrichs stated that if he goes along piping this all the way, he will change the water flow.  Mr. Ray stated that the town engineer already told him the size pipe that he needs for this.  Spvr. Ryan “called the previous question.”  Ch. Kastenson suggested Mr. Ray have an easement written up.  Spvr. Ryan “called the previous question” once again.  Ch. Kastenson suggested having Mr. Ray have an easement drawn up at his cost and then have the town’s attorney review it at his cost.  Motion to approve the easement changes carried 4/1.  Ch. Kastenson opposed.  
c. Discussion/Rescission of Motion to Approve blinds for Town Hall and Possible Decision on Revised Quotes:  Spvr. Heinrichs rescinded his motion and Spvr. Millonzi rescinded his second.  Spvr. Heinrichs moved, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi to approve the quote from Drexel interiors for the price of 2,455, carried 4/1.  Spvr. Ryan opposed.
11.)   Public Comment:  Resident Joe Pohlhammer turned a letter into the town regarding his property next to the town hall.  He stated that his intent is that he is not asking the town to purchase these lots, he just wants them to have the right of refusal before he applies for a building permit.  He also stated that with regards to the March 2nd meeting, he requested that questions of his and the planning commissions’ be added to the minutes.  He also stated that his questions are not reflected in the minutes since he was unable to speak.  He stated that he was unaware that he would not be able to speak at that meeting.  He also stated that there were prior issues he brought up that were not added in the minutes as well as issues that were not the same as what was discussed at the meeting.      Resident Sharon Korponai questioned if every road is posted for weight limits?  Ch. Kastenson replied that every road is posted.  Mrs. Korponai also mentioned that she received a call from Mr. Orlando of Racine Co. DPW and they are going to repair Hwy. K as soon as possible.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he will contact Mr. Orlando and see if they can post the closing on Hwy. K by 108th street.  He also spoke to one of the county persons today and they are going to try to find a tile to see if they can get it to stop draining out.  Resident Adrian Boldt stated that they should have the county raise the road a couple of feet.  Resident Ludo Vretenar questioned when the planning commission changed from advisory to the town board to being able to make decisions that stick.  Ch. Kastenson stated that they had decision making power with the soil disturbance permit and that has been changed back now.  Mr. Vretenar also stated that the population in the town has not grown that much and questioned why there is now an accountant when there was not one years ago.  He also stated that they had a guy that did the books for the town and they stated that the accountant and the treasurer cannot be the same person.  Ch. Kastenson stated that times have changed and there is a whole lot more paperwork now then there was years back.  Ch. Kastenson also pointed out that the board made the decision awhile back to keep those two positions separated.  Mr. Vretenar also stated that the town is going to be saving all this money and he has not seen any results from that yet.  Resident Adrian Boldt 
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stated that the bug bombs have no residual effect.  With his proposal, this will cover everything.  He stated that he is a cheap insurance for the town.  Resident John Strueder questioned the issue in Stone Creek Crossing.  
12.) Communications & Announcements: Spvr. Ryan mentioned the volunteer of the year award that he had been directed to write for.  Mr. Cole did not win the award.  Ch. Kastenson reminded everyone of the scheduled Border agreement meeting at 7:00p.m. on March 12th at Gifford School.  
13.) Adjournment:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Heinrichs to adjourn, carried 5/0.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50p.m.
