Regular Town Board Meeting Minutes

March 24, 2009
1.) Roll Call:  Chairman Gary Kastenson called the regular town board meeting to order at 7:30p.m.  Present were Spvrs. Jim Millonzi, Paul Ryan and Wayne Loppnow.  Also present was Clerk Kari Morgan, Treasurer Karen Kastenson, and approximately nine (9) residents.  Spvr. Heinrichs was absent.
2.) Payment of Bills:  Paid for and authorized in the amount of $152,662.32
3.) Treasurer’s Report:  Presented by Treasurer Karen Kastenson as follows: General:  $52,417.02; Money Market:  $23,358.56; Reserve (Equipment): $27,022.84; Reserve (Land):  $22,686.60.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve as presented, carried 4/0.  
4.) Minutes of Previous Meeting:  March 10, 2009; March 12, 2009; March 16, 2009:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve all sets of minutes as presented.  Motion carried 4/0.
5.) Set Agenda:  None.
6.) Sheriff’s Report:  Investigator Dobesh stated that February and March have been pretty quiet.  He listed the few things that they have been called on as well as the issues he worked on through the town.      
7.) Report from DOT on Hwy. G Interchange:  Josh LeVeque of the DOT was present.  He explained that due to the stimulus package, construction will begin in May of 2009 on the Hwy. G interchange and will be completed in August of 2010.  Chris Hager of the DOT gave a presentation as to how they are going to handle traffic management in the corridor.  He explained that there is a public information campaign.  They have a website where you can go on and obtain directions which will take into account any closures.  There are also newsletters and project updates they will be distributing which you can request to obtain via e-mail through their website and a project hotline as well. 8.) Fire Department

a. Correspondence:  Chief Babe provided the board with their year to date budget.  
b. Discussion/Possible Decision on Economic Stimulus Grants:  Clerk Morgan explained that she attended training on all the grants that are available to local governments through the economic stimulus package.  She explained the one that would aid with any additions to or building of new fire stations.  She explained that the grant has not been officially announced yet, but they have informed everyone to be ready to submit their applications and plans by the time the grant is opened up.  Chief Babe discussed what types of needs they may have including an addition to the existing fire department.  Clerk Morgan also explained there are energy efficient grants available for things such as new windows, doors, etc. that would be needed on the town hall.  Clerk Morgan will contact the department in charge of the grant money for the fire department expansion/new building and obtain further information.  
9.) New Business

a. Discussion/Possible Decision on Brian Jacobs Boy Scout Eco. Project:  Clerk Morgan explained that Brian Jacobs is looking for input from the board as to what type of project he could do within the town to fulfill his Boy Scout project.  Since Brian was not present, the board requested Clerk Morgan send him a letter inviting him to the next regular board meeting.
b. Discussion/Possible Decision on Planning Commission Meetings, Pay and Number of Commissioners:  Spvr. Ryan stated that with the three positions opening up he thought this would be a good time to discuss.   He explained that the board changed the planning commission meeting dates to twice a month when the land use plan was put in place because they thought they would have an increase in reviews.  Spvr. Ryan stated that he spoke to a couple of planning commission members and they like the five members so that if one is absent, they can still meet.  Commissioner Flasz stated that the workload has been cut due them not having to review building permits and they don’t always meet twice a month anymore.  He stated that at this point, a monthly meeting would be more in line.  Clerk Morgan explained that she checked with Yorkville and Norway as well as spoke to Engineer Chris Stamborski and other municipalities meet on a monthly basis prior to their town board meetings or on the same nights as their board’s meet.  She explained that her and Engineer Stamborski spoke about this and suggested the fourth Tuesday of every month at 6:30p.m.  She explained that it would give the planning commission and the engineer time to review an application as well as the board more insight on an issue if they are meeting right before the board meeting.  She also explained that it would be more convenient for the applicants to have both planning commission and board review done in one night.  Commissioner Flasz also stated that the other issue is that the town is supposed to have seven members since the town’s population is over 2,500.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he believes they should stay at five members.  Spvr. Millonzi stated that the pay of the commissioners and the number of commissioners is fine, but they should try the new meeting date.  He stated that the problem they may have is that certain commissioners are scheduled for a certain time and that may be an issue.  Spvr. Ryan moved to change the planning commission meeting dates to be on the fourth Tuesday of every month starting at 6:30p.m. prior to the regular town board meetings to take effect in April 2009, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi, motion carried 4/0.
c. Discussion/Possible Decision on Amending Stockpile Material Ordinance:  Ch. Kastenson stated that he is not against this ordinance but thinks the soil disturbance ordinance covers a lot of this.  He thought this ordinance was supposed to read that if someone has a pile of dirt in their yard and if it was present for more than 90 days, they would need a permit.  He didn’t think that it would require someone to obtain a permit to have any type of stockpile in their yard right away.  Commissioner Bob Flasz explained that the Planning Commission’s intention was to require permits for anything over 90 days.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to discuss this ordinance when the board addressed the land disturbance ordinance, carried 4/0.
d. First and Second Reading and Adoption of Ord. 2009-04 titled “An Ordinance to Amend Sec. 26-44 of the Code of Ordinances Instituting an Extension of the Temporary Moratorium on the Issuance of Land Disturbance Permits”:  Spvr. Ryan moved to suspend the rules and read the ordinance by title only as well as combine the first and second readings, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow, carried 4/0.  Ch. Kastenson read the ordinance by title only.  He also mentioned that this will extend the temporary moratorium for 45 days.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to adopt Ordinance 2009-04, carried 4/0.
e. Discussion/Possible Decision on retaining Cintas Company to conduct ten hour OSHA Compliance Trng. for DPW employees:  Ch. Kastenson questioned if the board wants to hold this over to review the information they just received from Cintas Company?  Spvr. Millonzi stated that this should be held over since it discusses OSHA because municipalities are governed under the Dept. of Commerce.  Ch. Kastenson stated that if someone was hurt at the town garage, OSHA would be here.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Millonzi to hold over to the next regular meeting, carried 4/0.
10.) Unfinished Business
a. Discussion/Possible Decision on Pest Mgmnt. Contract for Town Hall:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to hold over to next regular meeting, carried 4/0.
11.)   Public Comment:  Resident Carol Potratz questioned if they will be able to speak at the planning commission meetings.  Commissioner Flasz stated that it will depend on how the commission notices their agendas.  Ch. Kastenson stated that this is up to the planning commission.  Resident Sharon Korponai questioned the land disturbance moratorium and if land disturbance is the same as soil disturbance?  Ch. Kastenson stated that it is.  Resident John Strueder stated that the one gentleman stated that there might be stimulus money available for some projects under the Stormwater Utility District.
12.) Communications & Announcements:  Ch. Kastenson explained that the next regular meeting will be the 4th meeting in April since the annual meeting will be the second meeting in April.  
13.) Adjournment:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to adjourn, carried 4/0.  Meeting adjourned at 8:54p.m.
