Closed Session and Special Meeting Minutes

April 16, 2009 
1.) Roll Call:  Chairman Gary Kastenson called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m.  Present were Spvrs. Dave Lecus, Kevin Cantwell, Paul Ryan and Wayne Loppnow.  Also present was Clerk Kari Morgan and Attorney Tim Pruitt of Hostak, Henzl & Bichler, S.C.

2.) Closed Session:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to move to closed session pursuant to Wis. Stat. Sec. 19.85(1)(g) for the purpose of conferring with the Town Attorney concerning the rezoning application of Robert Flasz for 10000 W. 3 Mile Rd. (from “A-2 General Framing and Residential District II” to “C-2 Upland Resource Conservation District”) and legal challenges raised by Mr. Flasz’ attorney with respect to same.  Roll call for support of motion:  Ch. Kastenson – aye; Spvr. Lecus – aye; Spvr. Cantwell – aye; Spvr. Ryan – aye; Spvr. Loppnow – aye.  Motion carried 5/0.

3.) Open Session:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to reconvene to open session, carried 5/0.

4.) Review/Possible Decisions on Sexual Predator Ordinance:  Atty. Pruitt provided the board with documents related to the review of the draft of the Sexual Predator Ordinance.  It included ordinances of other municipalities, the 2007 Assembly Bill 332 and the town’s draft ordinance.  Atty. Pruitt explained the steps that will have to be taken if the ordinance is adopted.  The town will have to make a map that will depict all of the zones in town that sexual predators cannot come within 200 feet of.  He also explained that prior to adoption, the board needs to review the findings and all the other ordinances he provided.  Discussion was held as to whether Churches/Sunday schools should be included in the list of restrictions.  The board will conduct a first reading of the draft at their April 28, 2009 meeting.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to authorize the town engineer to draw up a map that will coincide with the ordinance depicting the 200 feet areas around the resident restricted places, carried 5/0.

5.) Discussion/Possible Decision on Connie Kobiella, 4123 108th Street, After-the-Fact Pool/Deck Permits:  Mrs. Kobiella was present.  She explained that the deck is not attached to the house or the pool.  She stated that in 2002, she was told she did not needs a permit for either the above ground pool or the deck and now she is being told by the building inspector that she needs permits for them and will be charged double fees.  Atty. Pruitt explained that the board should request Lee to show what provisions he is relying on to make this decision.  Spvr. Ryan questioned if the board has a right to even go over the building inspector’s head.  Ch. Kastenson suggested Atty. Pruitt contact the building inspector to find out what provisions he is relying on with this decision.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to hold over until the board receives an answer from Atty. Pruitt, carried 5/0.  Ch. Kastenson requested agenda items 7 and 8 be moved ahead of item 6.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to move agenda items 7 and 8 ahead of agenda item 6.  Spvr. Loppnow rescinded his motion and Spvr. Cantwell rescinded his second.  Ch. Kastenson clarified that only agenda item 8 needs to be moved ahead of agenda item 6.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to move agenda item 8 ahead of agenda item 6, carried 5/0.
6.) Discussion/Possible Decision on Extending Application Deadline for Planning Commission Openings:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to extend the application deadline to the first Monday prior to the first meeting in May, carried 5/0.
7.) Discussion/Decision on board members attending Board of Review Trng.:  Clerk Morgan explained that at least one board member has to take the training to be certified prior to the board of review at the end of May.  Spvr. Lecus will attend the training being held April 28, 2009.
8.) Discussion/Possible Decisions on Revisions to Ordinance Pertaining to Land Disturbing Construction Activities and Stockpile Materials:  The board discussed the V. of Caledonia and T. of Yorkville ordinances and how they relate to Raymond’s ordinance.  There was discussion that that one of the main objectives is to save the town’s roads.  The board discussed placing a timeline in the ordinance of when trucks can transport on town roads for this type of activity.  Spvr. Ryan suggested the town add a section into the current ordinance placing the dates of February 1 through May 1 with a “no transport” stipulation.  There was also discussion related to road bonds and if and when they should require them.  Spvr. Ryan suggested Clerk Morgan speak to Yorkville to find out how their fee schedule works.  Ch. Kastenson questioned agriculture practices being subject to the permitting process.  Atty. Pruitt explained that currently they are excluded through the definition in the ordinance.  Ch. Kastenson also mentioned projects that already have DNR and/or ASCS office approval and questioned if they should be excluded as well.  Atty. Pruitt explained that they could place this in the ordinance.  Ch. Kastenson also questioned if installation of tile could be exempt.  Atty. Pruitt stated that he could add a category to the ordinance exempting anyone installing tile from having to obtain a permit.  Spvr. Ryan discussed the stockpile material ordinance and suggested they take everything down to (b) and then pick up by (d).  He explained that the town’s main concern is stockpiles present for more then 90 days.  Ch. Kastenson stated that they do not want to make it so that every person with a stockpile has to obtain a permit for it.  Atty. Pruitt suggested implementing the stockpile material ordinance as a subsection of the soil disturbance ordinance.  A consensus of the board decided to keep the stockpile amount at 20 yards.  Ch. Kastenson went back to the soil disturbance ordinance and suggested Atty. Pruitt add verbiage stating that the town “may” enforce a road bond, this way it would be at the board’s discretion.  They also discussed the town having the authority to request the engineer if necessary.  Atty. Pruitt will work on drafting the ordinance and having it ready for the board by their meeting on April 28, 2009.
9.) Adjournment:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to adjourn, carried 5/0.  Meeting adjourned at 9:00p.m.
