Regular Meeting Minutes

April 30, 2009
1.) Roll Call:  Chairman Gary Kastenson called the special meeting to order at 7:30p.m.  Present were Spvrs. Dave Lecus, Kevin Cantwell, and Wayne Loppnow.  Spvr. Paul Ryan was absent.  Also present was Clerk Kari Morgan, Engineer Chris Stamborski and two residents.  Fire & Rescue Dept. Chief Alan Babe was present for agenda items 4 and 5.
2.) Discussion/Review/Possible Decisions on Stone Creek Crossing Development Issues including but not limited to drainage, roads, etc.  Clerk Morgan mentioned that she received two documents from developer Kyle Granholm and one could not be opened.  Spvr. Loppnow stated that he received a call from Mark Gelhaus who was going to appear on the developer’s behalf stating that he could not attend.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he spoke to neighboring property owner Jeff Paap who has a concern with the tile that runs through the entrance of Stone Creek.  Resident Joe Pohlhammer contacted him as well stating that he will dig up the tile in Stone Creek crossing at his expense and if something is wrong, the town would have to pay him three times of what is cost him to dig the tile up.  Clerk Morgan provided the board with a drawing from Mr. Pohlhammer showing where he believes the tile at the entrance to Stone Creek is broken.  Ch. Kastenson suggested the town dig next to the road in the town’s right-of-way to see if they can find the tile.  If there is not water running, they can move back to the lot line.  If they find that the tile is not running there; then the problem exists further back.  Ch. Kastenson suggested the town retain Wilkomm excavating to do the work because the past two years they have allowed the town to use their steam cleaner for free.  Ch. Kastenson also mentioned that there is a large blowout hole in the back corner of the development.  The neighboring property owner placed yellow tape around it so that no one gets hurt.  Discussion ensued as to repairing issues in Stone Creek Crossing.  Ch. Kastenson suggested the tile issue at the entrance to the development be looked at as soon as possible.  Ch. Kastenson questioned the surface coat on the road.  Engineer Stamborski stated that currently the town has about $170,000 in the fund for the road which includes interest earned.  Ch. Kastenson also mentioned that main tile that runs through Tisai’s property and others on 7 mile road.  Clerk Morgan provided the board with an e-mail from resident Joe Lindner who is affected by that tile.  Engineer Stamborski stated that they have previously discussed this area numerous times and he feels that the problem is between the road and the wet area.  Ch. Kastenson stated that if they follow the open ditch concept previously discussed and dig all the way to 7 mile road, he does not want to create a lake.  Engineer Stamborski stated that the water would eventually go through the tile, his concern is when the last time that tile was working properly.  Ch. Kastenson referred back to the tile at the entrance of the development and questioned if the town checks the tile and finds that something is wrong if they can charge back the costs to the developer?  Engineer Stamborski stated that if something is wrong, he feels that town can.  Spvr. Loppnow suggested the Town DPW look to see how deep this tile is before starting.  Ch. Kastenson stated that they can look, but if it is deeper than 4 feet, then they should bring in Wilkomm.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to send the Town DPW to look into the problem and if they can’t handle it, then they are authorized to contact Wilkomm Excavating, carried 4/0.  Engineer Stamborski explained that there is a designated drainage easement so if the town dpw is out of the right-of-way; he feels they still have rights.  Spvr. Lecus stated that they will make sure the DPW stays within the right-of-way.  Engineer Stamborski stated that they can stay about 45 feet from the center line of the road.  Clerk Morgan mentioned the dry hydrant issue.  The board discussed how to repair this and with what money.  Engineer Stamborski stated that the town currently does have an additional $50k that per the development agreement should be returned to the developer, but if the town kept it, they could make other repairs.  Spvr. Lecus rescinded his motion and Spvr. Loppnow rescinded his second, carried 4/0.  Resident Jeff Paap was present and stated that the tile is a 12inch concrete and is about 2 ½ feet long.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to hire Wilkomm Excavating to dig and find the tile at the entrance of the development.  Ch. Kastenson questioned if the tile is broken under the road if they have the authority to fix it.  A consensus of the board stated “yes.”  They also discussed that they will be staying within the development’s property.  Ch. Kastenson suggested that when the tile is exposed that someone inspect it.  Mr. Paap stated that he would like to be present, John Strueder of the Stormwater Utility District Commission and Engineer Chris Stamborski.  Ch. Kastenson stated that when they are finished looking and if they find nothing wrong, if the town is liable for payment.  Engineer Stamborski stated that he will verify this with counsel.  Motion to approve Wilkomm Excavating, carried 4/0.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to authorize Atty. Pruitt to send a letter to developer Kyle Granholm to accept his offer of for the road but in turn all remaining cash will stay within the town and if he does not agree to this, then the line of credit will be tapped, carried 4/0.  The board discussed sending the letter certified and giving Mr. Granholm ten days to respond.  A consensus of the board agreed to this.  The board requested Mr. Paap to place a marker where the tile is located.  The board authorized clerk morgan to send a letter to the abutting property owners letting them know that there is a problem and what they are doing to correct it.  
3.) Discussion/Possible Decision on Town Road Signs and Grant Received:  Clerk Morgan explained that the town received a grant for a little over $4,000 to put towards the purchase of materials for the updated signs that need to be in place by 2012.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to authorize the DPW to contract with a company to have the signs made and obtain the grant, carried 4/0.

4.) Closed Session:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to go into closed session pursuant to s. 19.85(1)(c) and (f) WI Stats. to discuss Fire Department Applicants and Officers with Fire & Rescue Department Chief.  Roll call for support of motion:  Ch. Kastenson – aye; Spvr. Lecus – aye; Spvr. Cantwell – aye; Spvr. Loppnow – aye.  Carried 4/0.
5.) Reconvene into Open Session:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to reconvene to open session, carried 4/0.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to approve the new applicants as presented by Chief Babe, carried 4/0.

6.) Adjournment:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to adjourn, carried 4/0.  Meeting adjourned at 9:15p.m.
