Special Session Meeting Minutes

May 12, 2009

1.) Roll Call:  Chairman Gary Kastenson called the meeting to order at 6:45p.m.  Present were Spvrs. Dave Lecus, Kevin Cantwell and Paul Ryan.  Spvr. Wayne Loppnow arrived at 7:25p.m.  Also present was Clerk Kari Morgan, Fire & Rescue Chief Alan Babe, John Murphy of Architectural Associates and one (1) resident.
2.) Discussion with Architect on Fire Department Addition for Grant Purposes:  John Murphy presented the board with preliminary drawings for the expansion of the fire department for discussion purposes.  He explained that there are two possibilities with this expansion.  The first would be adding another apparatus bay.  The second would be also adding office space, a dormitory, bathroom/showers and a training room.  He also discussed the possibility of a full or partial basement underneath the addition.  The potential plan is about an additional 6,850 square feet.  Mr. Murphy explained to the board the he spoke to Congressman Ryan’s office and was informed that the $210 million being discussed in the grant is going to be for the entire country and not just for each state which may make the grant more difficult to attain.  He proposed the town have them at least do a study of the building which would point out the areas where they would need to be more energy efficient, code compliant, etc. He gave a proposed cost of $14,500 to do this study.  The board discussed the study and price and will further review the materials provided by Mr. Murphy.
3.) Adjourn to regularly scheduled Town Board Meeting:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to adjourn to the regularly scheduled town board meeting, carried 5/0.

Regular Meeting Minutes

May 12, 2009

1.) Roll Call:  As done at previously held closed session meeting.  Also present was Treasurer Karen Kastenson and approximately (10) residents.

2.) Payment of Bills:  Paid for and authorized in the amount of $41,422.25
3.) Treasurer’s Report:  Presented by Treasurer Karen Kastenson as follows: General:  $22,063.46; Money Market:  $3,369.62; Reserve (Equipment): $27,054.48; Reserve (Land):  $22,713.16.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve as presented, carried 5/0.
4.) Minutes of Previous Meeting:  April 28, 2009; April 30, 2009; May 6, 2009:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve both sets of minutes, carried 5/0.

5.) Set Agenda:  No changes.
6.) Western Racine County Health Dept.:  One of the health nurses was present.  She presented the 2008 annual report.  She listed some of the main points.  They had a measles outbreak with no definite cases which lead to the offering of measles vaccination clinics.  They also had some significant flooding in June which relates to the health dept. because people’s homes are flooded, mold questions, etc.  In the Town of Norway, they offered an arsenic well study.  They also continued some prevention activities including the fitness challenge.  Immunization clinics have been very busy.  Grant dollars were $298,000 in 2008.  Immunization grant dollars enable them to go after a certain group of children that are behind on their vaccines.  They also continue with the blood level testing.  A significant amount of time is spent on communicable diseases.  Their per-captia cost is below the state average.  For 2009, they are anticipating that their grant dollars will be less and they are also trying to move into a paperless electronic system.  They also have a new program called “Club ABC” which is a support education group for teen parents.  Spvr. Ryan questioned the breakdown for the Town of Raymond as to how many citizens used each type of service.  Ch. Kastenson questioned the difference between the Swine Flu and the regular Influenza.  She explained that the make up of it is something that they have never seen before and they are not sure how it is going to react, it does have some similarities to the Spanish Flu in 1918.  There is no vaccine for this flu.  Resident Sharon Korponai questioned what age group is being affected by the Swine Flu?  She explained that it is 16/17 year olds.  
7.) Fire Department:
a. Correspondence:  Chief Babe stated that they had an open house on Saturday and they have two potential members.  They learned that they do not want to attempt to do it on a Saturday morning again but overall the members did a great job.  They have an audit coming up on June 8 by the Dept. of Commerce which will be conducted by Sue Byrns.  
8.) New Business
a. Discussion/Possible Decision on Appointment of Applicant to Planning Commission:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to appoint Joe Strueder to the Planning Commission.  Spvr. Lecus stepped down due to the fact that Mr. Strueder used him as a reference.  Motion carried 4/0.
b. Discussion/Fire Reading of Ord. 2009-07 titled “An Ordinance to Amend Article V entitled “Racine County Zoning” Sec. 2-152 of the Code of Ordinances for the Town of Raymond Pertaining to the Raymond Planning Commission”:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to suspend the rules and read by title only, carried 5/0.  Ch. Kastenson read the ordinance.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to approve the first reading of ordinance 2009-07.  Ch. Kastenson questioned making changes to the ordinance.  He also reminded the board that they did receive another application and questioned if they want to change the membership status in the ordinance.  Motion to approve first reading as is carried 5/0.
c. Discussion/Possible Decision on Tom Magestro, 4720 Hwy. G, Complaint of Outdoor Wood burner Smoke from Neighboring Property:  Mr. Magestro was present.  He passed pictures out to the board showing what he is dealing with on a daily basis.  He stated that this wood burner in particular seems to be more obnoxious than any of the other ones around.  They are asking the town to either shut this person down directly or to place some type of ban or regulation regarding the use of these.  Their neighbor uses his yearlong including the summer to heat his swimming pool.  He is not sure what can be done about it, but he is hoping the town can help them out here.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he knows they do not have an ordinance to stop it.  Mr. Cantwell stated that he drove past today and could smell the burning, but did not see any smoke.  Mr. Magestro stated that it depends on the wind direction and it is kind of hit and miss.  It is really hard for them to deal with this and it has been going on for about three years.  He is suggesting some type of ordinance for the winter months.  He feels that to do it in the summertime to heat your pool is very excessive.  He said that it is difficult for them.  He knows that other people have them but it doesn’t seem as bad.  Spvr. Ryan requested Clerk Morgan do some research as to what other communities have in place.  He also suggested the town send a letter to the property owner informing them that they should only be burning wood in there.  Spvr. Lecus stated that he will speak to Mr. Solfest to see if he can keep it off in the summer.  
d. Discussion/Approval of 2010 Racine Co. Sheriff’s Dept. Contract:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to approve the contract.  Spvr. Ryan amended his motion to keep it at $7,800, seconded by Spvr. Lecus, carried 5/0.  Treasurer Kastenson explained that the board budgeted $8,600.  Spvr. Ryan rescinded his motion seconded by Spvr. Lecus, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to approve the contract with a cap of $8,600, carried 5/0.


e. Appointment of Board Member to Represent at DOT Mtgs.:  Spvr. Cantwell stated that he signed a deal with someone to park a DOT trailer in his yard.  Ch. Kastenson questioned if he would be interested in going to these meetings.  Spvr. Loppnow questioned if the DPW should be attending these meetings?  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to appoint Spvr. Cantwell with DPW Spvr. John Ertl as his backup during his working hours, carried 5/0.
f. First Reading of Ord. 2009-06 titled “An Ordinance to Amend Article II entitled ‘Town Board’  Sec. 2-42(a)(1) of the Code of Ordinances for the Town of Raymond Pertaining to Town Board Regular Meeting Dates”:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to suspend the rules and read by title only, carried 5/0.  Ch. Kastenson read the ordinance by title only.  Ch. Kastenson explained that the meeting dates will be moved to Mondays.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to approve the first reading or ordinance 2009-06, carried 5/0.
g. Discussion/Possible Decision on 5 Yr. Projection Budget:  Spvr. Ryan explained that he had the clerk’s office put together a 5 year budget projection.  He explained that the real test is going to be based on what we think we’ll be spending based on what the revenue is and it will help for road planning and capital purchases.  He suggested the board review it before their next meeting and make any suggestions to Clerk Morgan.  He explained that this is for internal use for planning purposes only.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he is unsure what Spvr. Ryan is looking for.  Spvr. Ryan stated that what they need to do is be able to go on a longer term planning cycle for purchases, etc.  
h. Discussion/Possible Decision on Scheduling Working Session Mtg. to Review Raymond Center Plan:  Spvr. Ryan stated that the discussion with the county is that the county want them to approve the comprehensive plan before their September meeting and since the Raymond Center Plan is still sitting out there and they go hand in hand, they would like to hold a public hearing on that at the same time.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he feels they have to have one night just for the review.  He does not think it is anything that can be done in a half hour.  Ch. Kastenson suggested holding a meeting to allow everyone to give input.  The meeting will be held the first Monday in June.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to hold a meeting on Monday, June 1, 2009, carried 5/0.
i. Discussion/Possible Decision on Electronic Key Entrance for Town Hall/Offices:  Spvr. Ryan stated that there are persons in the past who have never turned in keys for the town hall.  His recommendation is that they follow-up with a course of action to replace the key system.  Clerk Morgan with have the key representative come to the next meeting.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to hold over, carried 5/0.
j. Discussion/Appointment of Town Brd. Rep. to attend Hwy. 45 Access Control Project Mtgs.:  The board discussed items “J” and “K” together.  Spvr. Cantwell will do the Hwy. 45 open house meeting and Ch. Kastenson will attend the North Cape Sanitary Dist. Mtg.
k. Discussion/Decision on Attendance at North Cape Sanitary Dist. Mtg.:  As done during agenda item “i.”
l. Discussion/Decision on lowering of Flag in Cemetery on Memorial Day:  Spvr. Lecus will raise the flag.  Ch. Kastenson read the memo on their Memorial Day services.
m. Discussion/Adoption of Resolution 2009-05 titled “A Resolution Authorizing Submission of Cooperative Boundary Agreement to the Department of Admin.”:  Ch. Kastenson explained that this is to finalize the town’s border agreement.  Ch. Kastenson read the resolution.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to adopt Resolution 2009-05, carried 5/0.
n. Discussion/Approval of Village of Caledonia and Town of Raymond Intergovernmental Agreement under Secs. 66.0301 and 66.0307 of the Wisconsin Statutes”:  Spvr. Ryan clarified that this does not have to be read.  Clerk Morgan agreed.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement as presented, carried 5/0.
o. Discussion/Approval of V. of Caledonia and Town of Raymond Cooperative Plan under Sec. 66.0307 Wisconsin Statutes:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to approve the Cooperative Plan, carried 5/0.
p. Discussion/Adoption of Resolution 2009-07 titled “A Resolution Opposing the Proposed Changes to Wisconsin Prevailing Wage Law”:  Ch. Kastenson read resolution 2009-07.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to adopt Resolution 2009-07, carried 5/0.
q. Discussion/Adoption of Resolution 2009-08 titled “A Resolution Expressing the Support of the 2010 Decennial Census and Establishing a Complete Count Rep.”:  Ch. Kastenson read Resolution 2009-08.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to adopt Resolution 2009-08, carried 5/0.
r. Approval of New Bartender’s License Applicant:  Spvr. Cantwell abstained from this agenda item due to a conflict.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to approve the new bartender’s license, carried 4/0.
s. Discussion/Possible Decision on Release of one building permit for K Custom Homes Development, 76th St.:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to release one building permit for K Custom homes.  Spvr. Ryan amended the motion seconded by Spvr. Loppnow that prior payment for engineering/legal bill reimbursements will be paid before permit is released, carried 5/0.
t. Review/Approval of Street Signage Plan for K Custom Homes Development, 76th St.:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve street signage plan for K Custom Homes.  Spvr. Lecus explained that they have to be diamond grade signs.  Ch. Kastenson questioned speed limit signs.  Engineer Stamborski stated that they typically do not place speed limit signs in these developments.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he would like to see one preferably on both sides.  Spvr. Ryan amended his motion to include two 25 mph speed limit signs, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell.  Motion carried 5/0.  Ch. Kastenson questioned if a “stop ahead” sign is required.  Engineer Stamborski explained that he doesn’t think it is required on the smaller residential roads.  Ch. Kastenson questioned stripping the roads?  Resident Joe Pohlhammer questioned a “dead end” sign.  The board explained that there is a “no Outlet” sign proposed.  Ch. Kastenson questioned barricade markers.  Barricade markers and the “no outlet” sign should be adequate.  There will also be a street light that will aid in the safety as well.  
u. Discussion/Approval of Resolution 2009-09 Adopting a Map showing the prohibited locations for Residency of a Sex Offender Under Secs. 34-111 to 34-125 of the Code of Ordinances for the Town of Raymond Relating to Sex Offender Residency within the Town:  Ch. Kastenson read resolution 2009-09.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to adopt Resolution 2009-09, carried 5/0.
9.) Unfinished Business

a. First & Second Reading & Adoption of Ordinance 2009-05 titled “An Ordinance to Create Article V Comprised of Secs. 34-111 to 34-125 of the Code of Ordinances of the Town of Raymond Establishing Sexual Offender Residency Restrictions, Loitering Restrictions and Prohibited Conduct within the Town of Raymond”:  Spvr. Ryan moved to suspend the rules and read by title only, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Ryan moved to suspend the rules and do the first and second reading at the same time, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow, carried 5/0.  Ch. Kastenson read the ordinance by title only.  Spvr.  Ryan moved to approve the first and second reading and adopt ordinance 2009-05, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow, carried 5/0. 
b. Discussion/Possible Decision on Pest Management Contract:  The board was provided with three quotes.  Adrian Boldt of Batzner Pest Management stated that with his contract they will be purchasing the mouse traps, but if they go through Orkin, they may be renting them or purchasing them – he is not sure.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve Batzner for the pest control contract, carried 5/0.
10.) Public Comment – Discussion of any matter raised by the public: Resident Carol Potratz requested the grooves in the roads (rumble strips) not be placed in the road and thirdly, the strip heading South to North cuts into her driveway and the county was going to take care of it.  Clerk Morgan will contact the county on this.  Resident Stan Bugnacki read an article that was in the paper today and he feels it is something that the town should consider in the future regarding natural (green) burials.  
11.) Communication and Announcements:  None
12.) Adjournment:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to adjourn, carried 5/0.  Meeting adjourned at 9:34p.m.
