Special Session Meeting Minutes

May 26, 2009

1.) Roll Call:  Chairman Gary Kastenson called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m.  Present were Spvrs. Dave Lecus, Kevin Cantwell, Paul Ryan and Wayne Loppnow.  Also present was Clerk Kari Morgan, Building Inspector Lee Greivell, and two (2) resident(s).
2.) Discussion with Building Inspector/Fire Dept. Re:  Violations at 3205 W. 3 Mile Rd:  Building Inspector Lee Greivell stated that awhile back he was notified by the Fire Dept. with issues they were having at CJ’s flowers regarding electrical violations.  He spoke to Mr. Janicek (owner) regarding electrical and at that time they discussed the HVAC permits as well.  He stated that when he got there to do the service, he started speaking with Mr. Janicek and he got the feeling that he obtained the permits and then asked to see the permit but he could not produce them.  He has the zoning permits but never got any building permits, HVAC permits or plumbing permits for anything.  This means that the assessor doesn’t know about it, etc.  He stated that there are violations all over the place.  Spvr. Lecus questioned them being temporary structures.  Lee stated that these buildings have been there since 1993 so he doesn’t think they are temporary.  Lee also stated that so far he has been taking care of the electrical.  Ch. Kastenson spoke to Alan Jasperson who informed him that back when he was chairman, they did not need any building permits for greenhouses.  Lee stated that it is up to the board to decide what they want to require permits for.  Ch. Kastenson stated that the little shade structures he has, he should not have building permits for.  Lee stated that he does not need a building permit but he is going to need a zoning permit for it.  Lee stated that he is not so worried about the tent things, he is mainly concerned with the larger buildings and there is no reason that those buildings should not pass the same codes other than any other building you go in or work in the town.  Spvr. Lecus stated that his big thing would be to have the electrical up to code.  Lee explained that generally in this entire area, people pull permits for everything.  Spvr. Lecus stated that he feels this is a seasonal business, he is not open year round and stated to make sure the electrical is up to code.  Ch. Kastenson stated that as far as the electrical goes, he agrees it is needed, but with the HVAC or building permits, he doesn’t think it is necessary.  A consensus of the board decided to only have electrical inspected.  The town is not requiring him to obtain an HVAC, building or plumbing permit, but he is going to have to obtain an electrical permit.
3.) Adjourn to regularly scheduled Town Board Meeting:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr.  Loppnow to adjourn to the regularly scheduled town board meeting, carried 5/0.

Regular Meeting Minutes

May 26, 2009

1.) Roll Call:  As done at previously held closed session meeting.  Also present was Treasurer Karen Kastenson and approximately fifteen (15) audience members.

2.) Payment of Bills:  Paid for and authorized in the amount of $51,094.87
3.) Treasurer’s Report:  Presented by Treasurer Karen Kastenson as follows: General:  $2,442.41; Money Market:  $3,369.62; Reserve (Equipment): $27,054.48; Reserve (Land):  $22,713.16.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve as presented, carried 5/0.
4.) Minutes of Previous Meeting:  May 12, 2009; May 21, 2009:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve both sets of minutes, carried 5/0.

5.) Set Agenda:  Chief Babe requested agenda item 12(c) be moved to agenda item 7(b).
6.) Sheriff’s Report:  None
7.) Fire Department:
a. Correspondence:  Chief Babe presented the board with the monthly budget update.  He suggested Ch. Kastenson write a letter to the state senators and congressman supporting the grants that the department has applied for.
8.) DPW

a. Discussion/Possible Decision on 2009 Road Bid Award:  Ch. Kastenson explained that Payne & Dolan had the lowest bid.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to accept Payne & Dolan’s bid for the 2009 road projects.  Ch. Kastenson stated that as far as shouldering, the DPW can do this which should lessen it up.  Spvr. Ryan amended his motion to exclude the shouldering, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow.  Spvr. Loppnow explained that the contract already states that the town can change the terms at anytime.  Motion carried 5/0.
b. Discussion/Possible Decision on Ltr. rcvd. from Racine Co. on 3 Mile Rd. Proj.:  Ch. Kastenson requested this be held over until Engineer Stamborski is present.  Ch. Kastenson stated that the cost would not exceed but could be less than $5,000 to engineer this project.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to have it engineered up to $5,000, carried 5/0.
c. Discussion/Possible Decision on Repair of Pipe near 3500 5 Mile Rd.:  Ch. Kastenson stated that he spoke to the DPW regarding this and they need to get some ditching done more towards the river.  The project is near the 5800 block.  The DPW wants to put a pipe in the ground and the neighbors would be satisfied as long as it is done before the fall.  Spvr. Lecus also stated that he was told the cost would be about $5,000.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to authorize DPW Foreman John Ertl to do this project, carried 5/0.
d. Discussion/Possible Decision on 7 Mile Rd. Drain Tile:  Ch. Kastenson explained that the DPW did pull elevations on both sides of the road and the water levels were the same on both sides so they believe there is no tile broken under the road.  Resident Gloria Tisai provided pictures to the board.  Ch. Kastenson explained that they have to find the tile that goes under the road and then work to get it running again.  Ch. Kastenson mentioned that John Ertl suggested the town hold off until further in the summer in hopes that some of the water will dry up and they can get in there to look further into it.  Mrs. Tisai will contact Clerk Morgan when the other side dries up.  
9.) Planning Commission

a. Philip & Jayne Malecki, 10219 W. Hwy. G – Land Disturbance Permit:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve the land disturbance permit, carried 5/0.
b. Rodger Babcock, 1127 Waukesha Rd. – Variance for building size:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve as presented, carried 5/0.
c. Howard Smith, 4398 80th St. – Lot line adjustment and Variance for building size:  The Planning Commission approved as presented.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve the variance, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve the lot line adjustment, carried 5/0.
d. John Sahagian, 9401 W. Hwy. G – Conditional Use for two Storage Trailers:  This was held over by the planning commission.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to hold over, carried 5/0.
e. Mike Hood, 3520 W. 7 Mile Rd. – Waiver Request for Shared Driveway:  The planning commission denied this request.  Mr. Hood was present.  He explained that he does not have the frontage or the width to place a public road in for two lots.  He stated that he gives so much back to the town and it is a time of need to sum it up.  He explained that it is a very goofy lot.  Spvr. Loppnow stated that they have had other people apply for this and they have not granted them a private drive.  There are 21.5 acres.  Spvr. Loppnow suggested granting a variance on the road for the right-of-way.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to hold over until further information is received, carried 5/0.
f. Accu-Trailer, 2921 W. Frntg. Rd. – Commercial Building Addition:  The Planning Commission approved.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve with the town engineer’s conditions, carried 5/0.
g. Relyco, Inc. for 2925 Hwy. K – Land Disturbance Permit for DOT Project:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to approve with the engineer’s recommendations as presented.  Relyco explained that there will be stockpiles on that site and clarified that this will allow them to stockpile.  This will be a two year project and at the end it will all be restored.  Motion carried 5/0.
h. Michels Materials for 1137 27th St. – Conditional Use to Crush Concrete Pavement as related to DOT Project:  Spvr. Lecus moved to approve as presented with stipulations set forth by the planning commission, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow.  Spvr. Ryan questioned where the operations will be located on the site.  A representative explained that it is right to the south of the buildings.  Spvr. Ryan stated that the issue is that there is a golf course across the street.  He questioned what kind of noise and/or dust would be there.  They are applying for future I-94 work.  Spvr. Ryan’s concern is that there is a recreational facility across the road and if there is anything in the air and it is windy that day, it is going to be a detriment to that business.  Spvr. Ryan stated that if they are sticking to the North corner of the property, then they have some buffer zone, but if they are going to go out on the south side, there will be some issues.  Noise was discussed as well as the dust factor.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he feels all the abutting property owners should be notified with an operation like this.  Spvr. Lecus rescinded his motion, Spvr. Loppnow rescinded his second.  Spvr. Lecus moved to hold over for abutting property owners to be contacted, seconded by Spvr. Ryan, 
carried 5/0.  Spvr. Lecus rescinded his motion, Spvr. Ryan rescinded his second, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to approve contingent that the neighbors have been notified, carried 5/0.
i. Tim Yenter, Parcel #012042107015000 (Corner of 7 Mile & Hwy. 45) – Land Disturbance Permit:  This was held over by the planning commission due to additional comments by the engineer as well as by the neighboring property owner.  Engineer Stamborski also explained that Mr. Yenter will be managing the project on his own, as well as the neighboring property owner’s tile concern.  Ch. Kastenson stated that Mr. Yenter was told to put $1,500 down for engineering and he refused to do that.  He stated that he does not want the town get stuck with an engineering bill.  Ch. Kastenson also stated that he feels the engineer will have to go out there possibly twice a week and this will add up to high engineering fees.  His other suggestion is that when his fees are depleted, then a stop work order is placed.  Ch. Kastenson also suggested bonding the road.  Engineer Stamborski stated that the engineering plans he submitted calc out to 23,600 yards right now.  Spvr. Lecus also suggested adding signs to 7 Mile road for weight limits.  The board would also like to see a road route and place weight limits on 7 Mile rd.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to hold over until answers from legal counsel regarding reimbursements is received, carried 5/0.
j. Zignego Co. for 2921 W. Frntg. Rd. Property – Conditional Use to Crush Concrete Pavement as related to DOT Project:  Spvr. Cantwell abstained from this agenda item.  This will be located behind Accu-Trailer.  The nearest neighbor is about 900 feet and hours of operation would be from about 6:30 to 5:30.  They do have a DOT contract.  The driveway is already all paved, so the dust control will be very minimal.  Their project is one of the smaller ones so it will be about 20,000 to 25,000 ton this year and then next year.  They need about a month each year.  Ch. Kastenson questioned the site.  Mr. Zignego explained that they are actually improving the site for Accu-Trailer, which is one of the stipulations of their rent.  The board directed Clerk Morgan to check with Racine County to see if the neighboring property owners were contacted.  Spvr. Lecus questioned when they would start.  They will start as soon as they receive permission, their contract is already running.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to approve contingent that neighboring property owners have been notified, carried 4/0.
10.) Ordinances & Resolutions

a. Second Reading & Ado0ption of Ord. 2009-07 titled “An Ordinance to Amend Article V entitled “Racine County Zoning” Sec. 2-152 of the Code of Ordinances for the Town of Raymond Pertaining to the Raymond Planning Commission”:  Ch. Kastenson stated that he feels there should only be one board member serving on this.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to amend to one board member instead of two, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus that Section I (4) should be amended to read “all land development ordinances”, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Ch. Kastenson to change the wording to two Fire Department or DPW employees, carried 4/1.  Spvr. Ryan opposed.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to have it state that the members of the planning commission will pick their own president, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Cantwell moved to approve town counsel’s changes, seconded by Spvr. Ryan, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to hold over for first and second readings and adoption until next regular meeting, carried 5/0.
b. Second Reading & Adoption of Ord. 2009-06 titled “An Ordinance to Amend Article II entitled “Town Board” Sec. 2-42(a)(1) of the Code of Ordinances for the Town of Raymond Pertaining to Town Board Regular Meeting Dates:”  Spvr. Ryan moved to suspend the rules and read by title only, seconded by Spvr. Lecus, carried 5/0.  Ch. Kastenson read the ordinance by title only.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to adopt Ord. 2009-06, carried 5/0.
11.) New Business
a. Discussion/Appointment of U.S. Census Representative:  Ch. Kastenson suggested they question the people that were on the census committee to see if they would want to do this.
b. Review/Approval of 2009 Assessor’s Contract:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to approve the contract.  Spvr. Ryan stated that questioned if they can add anything in to cover “errors or omissions” by the contractor.  Spvr. Lecus amended the motion to include errors or omissions coverage to contract, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell.  On page 4, there should be a corresponding dollar amount.  Motion carried 5/0.
12.) Unfinished Business

a. Discussion/Possible Decision on Appointment of Applicant(s) to Planning Commission pertinent to Amended Ordinance:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to hold over until ordinance is final, carried 5/0.
b. Discussion/Decision on finalizing format 5-year Budget for use in Town Board/Planning/Projection Budget:  Spvr. Ryan stated that this is a template for the board to use when they start budget discussions in the fall.  He thinks this will be a good template for when budget planning begins.
c. Discussion/Possible Decision on Electronic Key Entrance for Town Hall/Offices:  Representatives for Apex Key and Lock were present.  They presented an electronic system that is all within the key and the cylinder.  This system will keep an audit trail and restrict people to that schedule.  If a key is lost, it is as simple as going into the system and deleting that key.  The cost per door is about $650 and the cost per key is $97.  Spvr. Ryan suggested they work with Clerk Morgan and Chief Babe to obtain a firm quote amount.    
13.) Public Comment – Discussion of any matter raised by the public: Resident John Strueder stated that the guy with the concrete plant will have a big noise factor.  He also stated that he is going to get some pictures of the Lindner farm and he thinks about another third of the land is wet from when he used to farm it.  
14.) Communication and Announcements:  Ch. Kastenson mentioned that Resident Shawn Roberts contacted him and is informing the town that he is digging sludge/mud out of an agricultural pond.  So if anyone receives any calls, this is what is occurring.
15.) Adjournment:  Spvr. Cantwell moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to adjourn, carried 5/0.  Meeting adjourned at 9:38p.m.
