Special Meeting Minutes

June 22, 2009

1.)  Roll Call:  School board member Jim Wolter called the special school board meeting to order at 6:30p.m.  Present were members Steve Wallner, Jeff James and Jim Wolter.  Also present was school administrator George Slupski and approximately four (4) residents.  Spvr. Ryan mentioned that since there is not a quorum, the board will not call their meeting to order until one more member is present.  Spvr. Lecus arrived at 6:35p.m.  Spvr. Ryan called the special meeting to order at 6:35p.m.  Ch. Kastenson arrived at 6:39p.m.  
2.)  Update on Raymond School District’s Master Planning Process


A.
Background on process:  Eppstein Uhen & Associates:

i. Background on Planning Process:  Administrator Slupski provided the board with information on when and why they started this process.  He explained the three main goals they had with the main focus being the facilities goal.  Bob Norman of Eppstein Uhen Architects explained all the issues that the school needed to address and explained how they arrived at the point they did.  
ii. Background on the options considered:  Considered all options including doing nothing:  Mr. Norman explained that they approached this by reviewing every option. They determined as a group to look at options that could be accomplished on the existing site.  The committee looked at different criteria to determine use including the cost of the building, community use, entrance location and configuration with the streets, security, classroom configuration and the impact on the existing school during construction.  The ending product shows a new school on the existing site but it will be done in phases and will not affect the existing school too much.  
iii. Presentation on the criteria and process used to develop “conceptual idea:” Administrator Slupski provided the board with a conceptual plan for Raymond School.  He explained the phases and importance of each phase of the project.  This is a preferred version but they can certainly make adjustments to the conceptual plan.  The design they are working with puts new money into the new building rather than new money into the old building.  They also see their land as an educational resource.  Board member Jeff James stated that the fact they did not mention was that they would plan on a library in the front of the building so it can be accessible to the community and the same with the gym.  This will make both of them part of the community and accessible.  
3.) Strategies to solicit community input – Open for discussion:  Spvr. Ryan stated that the big key is that they can tie in some of the access to the community and make it more of a community project.  Ch. Kastenson 
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questioned phase 1 and whether the old building would be torn down as they went along?  Bob Norman stated that they have other diagrams that show how the phasing of this could be done in stages without disrupting classes.  Ch. Kastenson questioned the cost for phase 1.  Bob Norman stated that they did.  Admin. Slupski suggested 6.3million for phase 1 as opposed to mid 20’s for a new school.  Admin. Slupski stated that their goal for 2009/2010 will be getting the community more involved.  
4.) Adjournment for Raymond School Board & Raymond Town Board will move to regularly scheduled meeting:  Jeff James/Steve Wallner to adjourn, carried 3/0.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to recess to 7:30p.m., carried 4/0.

Regular Meeting Minutes

June 22, 2009

1.) Roll Call:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to come out of recess, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Wayne Loppnow arrived at 7:25p.m.  Spvr. Cantwell was dismissed at 8:15p.m. to attend the Planning Commission meeting as a commissioner.
2.) Payment of Bills:  Paid for and authorized in the amount of $46,145.15
3.) Treasurer’s Report:  Presented by Clerk Kari Morgan as follows: General:  $16,052.80; Money Market:  $3,370.69; Reserve (Equipment): $27,065.38; Reserve (Land):  $22,722.31.  Spvr. Lecus  moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve as presented, carried 5/0.
4.) Minutes of Previous Meeting:  June 8, 2009; June 15, 2009:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve both sets of minutes, carried 5/0.

5.) Set Agenda: Spvr. Lecus requested to hold off on the fire department agenda items until Chief Babe is freed up from the planning commission meeting he is attending.  He also suggested the board skip to agenda item “c” under “Planning Commission” since the first agenda items are still being addressed by the planning commission meeting still in session.  A consensus of the board agreed to this.
6.) Fire Department:
a. Correspondence:  Spvr. Ryan questioned the training budget and most of it being spent.  Ch. Kastenson stated that they are going to be running real short on the budget until the second wave of money comes in August, so if he can lay off until August, it would be appreciated.  Chief Babe also mentioned that a grant that they apply for every year was denied again.  The department also received a $1,000 donation from WE Energies.
b. Discussion/Set Date for NIMS Committee Meeting:  The committee will meet on July 13th at 6:45p.m.  
7.) Planning Commission
a. Todd & Nicole Burant, 1611 51st St. – Soil Disturbance Permit:  The Planning Commission recommended approval of the permit with the 
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stipulation that the trucks are not driven on 51st street and they have to enter their property off Hwy. G.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve the permit with the Planning Commission’s recommendations.  Motion carried 4/0.
b. Jim Zamitalo, 9401 W. 5 Mile Rd. – Soil Disturbance Permit:  The Planning Commission recommended this be held over.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to hold over based on Planning Commission recommendation, carried 5/0.
c. John Sahagian, 9401 Hwy. G – Conditional Use for 2 Storage Trailers:  Clerk Morgan read the approval by the planning commission for one trailer with the stipulations that 1.)  The trailer be vented, 2.) The trailer will be kept behind the existing barn and 3.) The second trailer will be removed within 45 days.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to approve as recommended by the Planning Commission.  Ch. Kastenson stated that the town’s ordinance allows them to approve semi-trailers for a period of one year.  Ch. Kastenson stated that the building inspector has claimed that if they are going to use this as a storage building, then he would have to inspect it.  Mr. Sahagian did not have a problem with this.  Spvr. Ryan amended his motion to include a year approval period that he would have to come back in and Spvr. Cantwell amended his second.  Ch. Kastenson reiterated that the trailer will be moved behind the barn and that the tires will be taken off.  Motion carried 5/0.  
d. Equestrian Estates, 1859 76th St. (Parcel012-04-21-16-002-041) – Concept Plan Review/Possible Approval:  The Planning Commission recommended this item be held over.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to hold over, carried 5/0.
8.) Ordinances & Resolutions

a. Discussion/Adoption of Resolution 2009-11 titled “A Resolution Authorizing a Public Hearing & Notice with Respect to the Proposed Town Center Plan for the Town of Raymond:”  Spvr. Ryan read the resolution.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve as read, carried 5/0.
b. Discussion/Adoption of Resolution 2009-12 titled “A Resolution Approving a Modified Plan for the Fireworks Designated Use Site:”  Spvr. Cantwell abstained from this decision.  Spvr. Ryan read the resolution.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve as read.  Ch. Kastenson questioned if the neighboring property owner Mr. Singstock was notified?  Mr. Cantwell explained that he made several attempts to contact him and never received a response.  He did speak with the property owner last week.  Mr. Cantwell provided the board with copies of the modified site plan.  Mr. Cantwell explained that he felt the items added to the site are making it better.  He explained that everything is angled towards his home and all the land owned by the firework’s store.  
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Mr. Cantwell also stated that they are planning on canceling the date if there is ever a wind blowing towards the neighboring property owner’s home and then rescheduling that date.  Ch. Kastenson questioned placing trees around the home.  Mr. Cantwell explained that he suggested that to the property owner and he did not want him to do that.  Ch. Kastenson questioned how many days a year this would be?  It would be two evenings for four hours.  Motion to approve resolution carried 4/0.
9.) New Business
a. Review/Appointment of Applicant(s) to Planning Commission Seat:  Ch. Kastenson explained they had two new applicants.  Spvr. Lecus moved to appoint Art Binhack, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow, carried 5/0.  
b. Claim for reimbursement of attorney’s fees filed by James Millonzi dated June 16, 2009:  Spvr. Lecus moved to deny the claim because he was never authorized by the town board, seconded by Spvr. Ryan, carried 5/0.
c. Review/Approval of Liquor/Soda/Cigarette/Pool/Dance Hall Licenses for 2009/2010:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan.  Spvr. Cantwell abstained.  Motion carried 4/0.
d. Possible Approval of New & Renewal of Operator’s Licenses for 2009/2010:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve the new applicants.  Spvr. Cantwell abstained.  Motion carried 4/0.  Spvr. Ryan moved to approve the renewal operator’s licenses, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow.  Spvr. Cantwell abstained.  Motion carried 4/0.
10.) Unfinished Business

a. Discussion/Possible Decision on Cell Phone Use Policy:  The board directed Clerk Morgan to write up a policy and obtain input from the DPW on this subject.  Discussion was held as to if they refuse the town’s phone and use their own phone, if the town would save money reimbursing them.  Clerk Morgan will run both options pass the DPW and Fire/Rescue Dept. Employees.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to authorize Clerk Morgan to speak to the DPW & Fire/Rescue to see which way they want to go, carried 5/0.
b. Discussion/Possible Decision on 4901 W. 3 Mile Rd. Building Permits:  Ch. Kastenson explained that there are buildings on this property that needed permits as well as one greenhouse.  Ch. Kastenson stated that they should put something in their ordinance that greenhouses are exempt from obtaining building permits but they should still obtain the necessary county permits.  Spvr. Lecus suggested a size restriction as well.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus that the greenhouse exemption be sent to the planning commission, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to exempt the greenhouse on this property from obtaining a building permit at this time, carried 5/0.
11.) Public Comment – Discussion of any matter raised by the public: Resident Brian Goode lives in the Raymond heights Subdivision.  He questioned if there has ever been any discussion to install a street lamp at the entrance and 
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Hwy. G and questioned whose responsibility it would be to install a street lamp there?  Spvr. Lecus stated that the town may need county approval.  Ch. Kastenson stated that they can place this on the next agenda and have Clerk Morgan check with the County on this.  Clerk Morgan will also contact the DOT to see if this can go through the state project.  Resident Sharon Korponai stated that the wall in front of the town hall is starting to lean towards the road and the DPW needs to take a look at it.  Resident Art Binhack questioned the Town’s Center Plan.  Spvr. Ryan explained the reasoning behind the plan.  Resident Steve Ray questioned if the board can have someone from the DPW take a look at 43rd street where the car fire was earlier this year to see if it can be patched.  
12.) Communication and Announcements:  None.
13.) Adjournment:  Spvr.  Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to adjourn, carried 4/0.  Meeting adjourned at 8:31p.m.
