Special Session Meeting Minutes

September 9, 2009

1.) Roll Call:  Ch. Gary Kastenson called the special meeting to order at 7:30p.m.  Present were Spvrs. Dave Lecus, Kevin Cantwell, Paul Ryan and Wayne Loppnow.  Also present was Clerk Kari Morgan, Atty. Stan Riffle for agenda item 2, Engineer Chris Stamborski for agenda items 2 through 5, and Atty. Elaine Ekes for agenda items 4 and 5.

2.) Closed Session:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to move to closed session pursuant to s. 19.85 sub(1)(e) WI Stats. For the purpose of discussion regarding the I-94 Sewer/Water Capacity Purchase.  Roll call for support of motion:  Ch. Kastenson – aye; Spvr. Lecus – aye; Spvr. Cantwell – aye; Spvr. Ryan – aye; Spvr. Loppnow – aye, carried 5/0.

3.) Reconvene into Open Session:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to reconvene to open session, carried 5/0.

4.) Discussion/Decision to Declare Stone Creek Crossing, LLC (Kyle Granholm) in default with the Subdivision Development Agreement for the Stone Creek Crossing Subdivision & to Authorize Corrective Work & Installation of Surface Asphalt & Final Road Improvements:  Atty. Ekes explained that she is recommending the board declare Kyle Granholm in default since he has not responded to her letter dated August 18, 2009.  She is requesting the board authorize her to send notice of default to the developer and the bank.  She explained that she has spoken to the bank representative and they are in favor of the town declaring default and installing the surface coat of asphalt.  The town has a cash deposit as well as a letter of credit that can be tapped.  The letter of credit expires in February of 2010 so the town will have to repairs done prior to that expiration.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to authorize Atty. Ekes to send a notice of default to the developer and the bank and to authorize the town engineer and attorney to work with the town clerk to get the process moving to get the work and repairs needed done.  The board discussed tapping the letter of credit for repairs instead of the cash.  The board also discussed requiring road bonds for building permits in this development once the surface coat is installed.  Motion carried 5/0.
5.) Discussion/Authorization to Publish Notice of Accepting Bids for Stone Creek Crossing Surface Asphalt Installation and related road improvements:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to authorize the publication of notice of accepting bids for Stone Creek Crossing Surface Asphalt Installation and related road improvements.  Ch. Kastenson mentioned that the bid packets need to include shouldering with ¾ inch TB.  Motion carried 5/0.
6.) Closed Session:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to moved to closed session pursuant to s. 19.85 sub (1)(c) & (f) to discuss personnel issues.  Roll call for support of motion:  Ch. Kastenson – aye; Spvr. Lecus – aye; Spvr. Cantwell – aye; Spvr. Ryan – aye; Spvr. Loppnow – aye, carried 5/0.  

7.) Reconvene to Open Session:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to move to reconvene to open session, carried 5/0.

8.) Adjournment:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to adjourn, carried 5/0.  Meeting adjourned at 9:50p.m.
