

   SPECIAL MEETING – OCTOBER 30, 2013

On Wednesday, October 30, 2013, the Town of Raymond Plan Commission held a Special Meeting with the Village of Caledonia Plan Commission.  


The meeting was called to order immediately after the Village of Caledonia’s Plan Commission was completed.  


Present from the Town of Raymond were, Plan Commission Chairman, Harold Strohmeier; Members, Steve Daily, Joe Strueder, and Kevin Cantwell.  Also from the Town of Raymond was Town Supervisor, James Phillips.   Absent were,  Commissioners Mike Sinda; Gary Boldt and Scott Brenton.  

Present from the Village of Caledonia were,  President, Bob Bradley, Members, Karen Fawcett, Bill Folk, and Jon Schattner.  Trustee Kevin Wanggard arrived at 6:05 PM; and Commissioner, Thomas Knitter arrived at 7:00 pm.  

Mr. Harold Strohmeier stated that the reason for the meeting is recognizing the mutual cooperation.  


We can list the pluses and negatives regarding bringing sewer to Raymond; we also have to find out if the community has the monies to do anything major.  


With regarding to the corridor, Raymond would like to attract new businesses.  


All agreements are based on mutual trust and respect.  


Any company that would want to come to the Town of Raymond, the Town needs the Village’s approval.  However, if someone wants to come to the Village of Caledonia, the Town has nothing to say about it.  The Village has the authority to change that, not the Town.  Raymond would like to be a good neighbor.  Why does the Village want to keep these powers?  


Mr. Bob Bradley stated that the question of Extra Territorial Zoning (ETZ)was at hand at the time that the Boundary Agreement was drafted.  The Town of Raymond chose to sign the contract in lieu of ETZ.  The people at that time thought it was a good contract.  


Mr. Steve Daily pointed out that, according to the contract, certain portions of the contract will “go away” in the event the Town gets sewer.  

Mr. Bradley stated that was correct.  If/when sewer is brought to the portion of Raymond along the I-94 Corridor, that portion of the contract is null and void.  


Mr. Daily asked if there were businesses waiting?


Again, Mr. Strohmeier stated that cooperation is necessary.  


Mark  , the Village’s Administrator, stated that the Town of Raymond needed that Boundary Agreement – and the beneficiary was Raymond.  


Mr. Daily asked if the Town were to hook up to sewer the issue of “Spectacular Use” goes away, correct?

He was told that it would.  


Kevin Waangard stated that the agreement was vetted by the Town, the Village and the State of Wisconsin.  This agreement protected the Town of Raymond from annexations.  For Raymond, ETZ would have been worse that the Boundary Agreement.   This Agreement was made with everyone’s eyes wide open.  

Mr. Bradley stated that the agreement will not go away; however, we will have an open dialogue with you.  


Mr. Janiuk stated that if Raymond will be joining in with the Village regarding sewer service, then they will have to oversize the pipes to accommodate Raymond.  However, if they know that Raymond will not be joining, then they will only size the pipes for Caledonia’s needs.  


Kevin Cantwell stated that, in other words, if Raymond has no desire to join in on the sewer, the pipes will not be oversized?


Mr. Bradley stated that was correct – Caledonia would not oversize the pipes without Raymond joining in.  


It was asked where the sewer would be on Caledonia’s side?


Mr. Bradley said that they are planning sewer lines from The Meadows restaurant to Highway “V”; they have the opportunity to run gravity sewer and bring water from an existing line.  Then further, we’ll have to go down Highway “V”.  


Mr. Janiuk stated that the timing of things happening would be determined by whether or not Raymond is interested in development.  


Mr. Strohmeier asked if there were any other areas Caledonia would be interested in working cooperatively with Raymond on.  He knows that the Fire/Rescue Departments already work cooperatively together with emergency calls.   But, what about a library?  

Mr. Janiuk said that Caledonia is part of the Joint Health Department with Mt. Pleasant, Sturtevant, North Bay and Waterford.  The Town of Raymond is with Western Racine County Health Department.  He also stated that there had previously been talks about trying to combine fire departments.  

Kevin Cantwell asked about paying for sewer and water.  


Mr. Janiuk said that Caledonia would probably be assessing on a linear footage basis, or try to bring back a previous Tax Increment District (TID).  


At 7:20 PM, the meeting was ADJOURNED ON A DAILY/CANTWELL MOTION.  MOTION CARRIED 4-0.
