1.) Roll Call: Commissioner Ryan called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Present were Commissioners Phillips, Madsen, Brenton, Strueder and Ryan.

These are very informative and provide a great foundation for what Raymond may want to consider in regards to documentation. The maps also identify complaint areas for better planning.
