SHERIFF’S REPORT:

Sergeant Mattke reported that there have been a few burglaries in the Town, as well as a couple of vandalisms and a damaged mailbox.  


The Sheriff’s Department continues to monitor a few junk vehicle complaints.  


He also informed the Board that the Sheriff’s Department has two speed trailers that are available in the event the Town had any areas they would like these placed.  


At this time, the Board moved to 4(g), under Town Business.

PUBLIC COMMENT – Discussion of any matter raised by the Public:
SHARON KORPONAI:

Reported to the Board that there was a Central Racine County Health Department meeting.  The department may be interested in having additional voting members on the Board.  Right now there are eleven voting members.  


Sharon would like to know if any of the Town Board members would be interested in being a voting member of the department.   The meetings normally held the third Thursday of the month beginning at 5:30 PM. 


The Health Department Budget discussions will be coming up in August.  


They have started to do inspections for business that serve food.  


Chairman Kastenson suggested that Clerk Terry look into this matter and see if a citizen can become a voting member of the department. 


Ms. Korponai suggested speaking to the Town’s DPW prior to acting on the request to park a bus in the parking lot of the Town Hall.  What will it do the parking lot surface?

KEN MICHEL – from Phantom Fireworks:


Wanted to thank the Town Board for allowing Phantom to have their fundraiser on the Town Hall property.  He also thanked the Town Clerk and the Town’s Fire/Rescue Department for their help and cooperation in the matter.  


He also wanted to bring it to the Board’s attention that Caledonia is allowing a fireworks tent on the east side of the interstate.  He just wants to make the Town Board aware that Phantom is not part of this display.
