3.) 1.)  Roll Call:  Chairman Gary Kastenson called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m.  Present were Spvrs. Dave Lecus, Paul Ryan and Wayne Loppnow.  Also present was Clerk Kari Morgan and Attorney Chris Geary of Hostak, Henzl & Bichler, S.C.  Spvr. Kevin Cantwell was serving on the Planning Commission during this time.
4.) Closed Session:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to move to closed session pursuant to Wis. Stat. section 19.85(1)(g) for the purpose of conferring with the Town Attorney concerning easement issues and other matter related to such for the Ray property, 348 49th Street.  Roll call for support of motion:  Ch. Kastenson – aye; Spvr. Lecus – aye; Spvr. Ryan – aye; Spvr. Loppnow – aye, carried 4/0.
5.) Reconvene into Open Session:  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to reconvene to open session, carried 4/0.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to waive the easement for the Ray property located at 348 49th Street, carried 4/0.  
6.) Move to regularly scheduled Town Board Meeting:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to take a recess until the regular meeting start time of 7:30p.m., carried 4/0.

Regular Meeting Minutes

July 27, 2009

1.) Roll Call:  As done at previously held closed session meeting.  Also present was Spvr. Kevin Cantwell, Treasurer Karen Kastenson and approximately three (3) residents.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to come out of recess.
2.) Payment of Bills:  Paid for and authorized in the amount of $57,107.09
3.) Treasurer’s Report:  Presented by Treasurer Karen Kastenson as follows: General:  $61,725.76; Money Market:  $3,371.03; Reserve (Equipment): $27,074.01; Reserve (Land):  $22,729.56.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan  to approve as presented, carried 5/0.
4.) Minutes of Previous Meeting:  July 13, 2009 & July 20, 2009:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan  to approve both sets of minutes, carried 4/0.
5.) Set Agenda:   Spvr. Ryan suggested the electronic key issue be moved up with the fire department agenda items.  Agenda item 11a was moved up to 6d.
6.) Fire Department:
a. Correspondence:  Chief Babe stated that on August 7th his daughter is getting married and the majority of the rescue personnel will be in attendance so they have Caledonia standing in for them from 2p.m. to 7a.m. the following morning.  He also stated that they are supplying two EMS time slots for the fair on Wednesday evening and Sunday from 8 to 2.  
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b. Schedule Semi-Annual Meeting:  Chief Babe suggested August 20th at 7:00p.m.  Dept. Clerk Fohr will handle the agenda.
c. Discussion/Review of Site Plan for Halloween Express Tent at 7 Mile Fair:  Jon Majdoch of Halloween Express is proposing to place a tent in the parking lot of 7 Mile Fair for the retail sale of costumes and decorations for Halloween.  They are hoping to be ready by August 1 to give them time to set up.  They have been doing this for several years at State Fair Park, Regency Mall, etc.  It was approved by the Racine County Board contingent on the Town of Raymond’s approval.  Jon Majdoch explained that their tents are flame rated and everything in the store is a metal grid work, they do have lit emergency exits like a building would have so they really do plan it out as if it were a regular building.  There are fire extinguishers every 50 feet and the aisles are extra wide.  Ch. Kastenson questioned if they pass all fire codes at State Fair?  Mr. Majdoch stated that they do and he will follow up with the building inspector on electrical applications.  Chief Babe stated that the only thing they will do is have Jerry Wendt of Fire Inspections come down and do the inspection.  Ch. Kastenson requested Chief Babe schedule a date with Mr. Majdoch to go in and inspect.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to approve this contingent on any Racine County board stipulations, building inspection application and fire inspections.  Spvr. Ryan questioned if there will be flack from Caledonia with regards to the border agreement.  Ch. Kastenson did not feel there would be  Motion to approve carried 5/0.
7.) Planning Commission
a. Josh Johnson for North Cape School Addition – Conditional Use/Variance:  Ch. Kastenson stated that the Planning Commission approved this 4/0.  Mr. Johnson was present.  He explained that it is a 2,700 sq. ft. addition.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve the application with all stipulations.  Ch. Kastenson discussed drainage related to this project.  Mr. Johnson explained that the downspouts will be routed to drain as they currently are.  Motion carried 5/0.
b. Alan/Janet Jasperson, 5232 W. 5 Mile Rd. – Conditional Use/Variance:  Mr. Jasperson was present.  Ch. Kastenson stated that this was approved by the Planning Commission with the stipulations that all county recommendations be followed as well as fire code regulations.  Mr. Jasperson explained that they are unsure as to what will be stored at this time and the request is for the metal shed as well as the old barn.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to approve the application with all stipulations, carried 5/0.
c. Rick Baumann, 6504 W. 5 Mile Rd. – Soil Disturbance Permit:  Ch. Kastenson stated that this was approved by the Planning Commission.  
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Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to approve with all stipulations, carried 5/0.
d. Jeffrey Rozanski, 7 Mile Rd. (Parcel#012042112009000) – After-the-Fact Soil Disturbance Permit:  Ch. Kastenson explained that the planning commission approved.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to approve the permit.  Ch. Kastenson questioned how much of this road is going to be redone by the state?  Mr. Rozanske stated that he was told it will be all the way down to where his residence is located.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he does not think they need a road bond due to the upcoming road construction.  Spvr. Loppnow amended his motion to include the stipulations that the recommendations of the town engineer be followed and that any road damage will be the responsibility of the applicant, seconded by Spvr. Lecus, carried 5/0.
e. Howard D. Smith, 4398 80th St. – After-the-Fact Soil Disturbance Permit:  Ch. Kastenson stated that the Planning Commission approved this permit application but did not feel it was necessary.  Spvr. Cantwell explained that the only thing that engineer Stamborski felt was necessary was the silt fence.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he does not understand why Mr. Smith needs the soil disturbance permit based on the planning commission’s comments.  Spvr. Cantwell moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to waive the soil disturbance permit.  Spvr. Cantwell amended his motion, seconded by Spvr. Lecus that the Planning Commission review fee will be waived as well, carried 5/0.
f. Jim Zamitalo, 9401 W. 5 Mile Rd. – After-the-Fact Soil Disturbance Permit:  Ch. Kastenson stated that the Planning Commission passed this with no fines or double permit fees required.  Spvr. Cantwell explained that WE Energies came in and took out all of his trees and left him with a bunch of stumps so he went in and cleaned it up.  Ch. Kastenson stated that he does not understand why the planning commission charges one applicant double permit fees and not another applicant.  Spvr. Ryan stated that they should be consistent.  Spvr. Cantwell stated that he saw what it looked like before it started and everything he did affected his property and no one else’s’.  Spvr. Lecus moved , seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve the permit with double permit fees, carried 5/0.
g. Mike Hood, 3520 W. 7 Mile Rd. – Waiver Request for Shared Driveway:  Mr. Hood was present.  Ch. Kastenson stated that the Planning Commission denied this 4/0 based on ordinance 26-43 and the letter from Atty. Pruitt.  Mr. Hood stated that he spoke with the Atty. Pruitt and he did not know anything different from when he initially contacted him.  He stated that he would put a public road in if he could.  He also mentioned that if he did put a public road in he could then put three homes in.  He said that this lot has been this way for 50 years and if this is not something that they do not grant a variance for then he would 
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like to see the town come up with an ordinance in the future to allow shared driveways with no more than two homes on it.  Spvr. Ryan stated that the problem they get back to is that there are others with similar situations and he does not know what kind of predicament they get in if someone comes back and questions why they did not do this for someone else.  Mr. Hood stated that he would request the town board rescind the 10 acre requirement from his deed since it states that he cannot divide less than 10 acres.  He feels it meets the standard for a variance and this is the reason why there are variances.  Mr. Hood explained that he does not have the width to put a public road in either.  Spvr. Loppnow stated that if they did grant this variance, he is not so sure that the County would grant this variance.  Spvr. Cantwell stated that this lot was made when there weren’t as many rules for lots.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to deny.  Spvr. Cantwell stated that based on the circumstances, if it had been two months ago as to why he was selling the land he would have possibly approved it but now he cannot.  Mr. Hood stated that he is disappointed by what the town has done.  He requested that the deed restriction be taken off.  He also requested the committee look at this to see if there is some way they can grant variances for lots like his.  Motion to deny carried 5/0.
h. Equestrian Estates, 1859 76th St. – Concept Plan Review/Approval:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded Spvr. Cantwell to hold over until Planning Commission is done, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to hold over to the next regular meeting, carried 4/0.
8.) Stormwater Utility District Commission:  
a. Discussion/Decision on Recommendation for Root River Project Award:  Ch. Kastenson announced that Shawn Roberts Lawn & Tree Service was the lowest bid.  Spvr. Ryan stated that the commission is recommending the town go with Shawn Roberts since he was the lowest, but if he cannot do the work to then go with the next lowest.  Spvr. Ryan moved, seconded by Spvr. Cantwell to go with the recommendation for Shawn Roberts Lawn and Tree, carried 5/0.
9.) Ordinances & Resolutions

Adoption of Resolution 2009-15 Authorization to Borrow from Sate Trust Fund Loan Program for Acquisition of Sewer Capacity:  Ch. Kastenson read the resolution.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve Resolution 2009-15 as presented, carried 5/0.
10.) New Business
a. Approval of New Bartender’s License for Raymond Heights Golf:  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to approve, carried 5/0.
b. Discussion/Possible Decision on Installation of Street Light at Raymond Heights:  Spvr. Ryan suggested that if the residents in Raymond Heights want to do this, they can have the cost to install the light placed as a special assessment on their tax bill.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow 
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to hold over for one year.  Spvr. Loppnow suggested this be held over until they look into the Raymond heights file.  Motion carried 5/0.
c. Discussion/Appointment of 2010 Census Rep. Applicant(s):  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to appoint both applicants, carried 5/0.
d. Discussion/Update on Recent Burglaries in Town:  Clerk Morgan explained that she contacted Margaret Fohr of Crime Watch to find out where the robberies have occurred in town after being notified by a couple of residents.  She listed off the streets of 60th, 7 Mile Rd. and Hwy. K.  She stated that she was informed they took things such as a purse, television and laptop.  This is all she has heard since last week.  She also mentioned that it would be nice if things like this were occurring in town that the clerk’s office be notified so they could notify all the residents on the e-mail list as well as answer questions that come in to the office.
11.) Unfinished Business

a. Discussion/Possible Decision on Electronic Key Entrance Quote:  Spvr. Ryan questioned why the Fire Department did not want to participate in this program.  Chief Babe stated that in practicality, they would have to make sure they have the key on them otherwise they would not be able to get into the building without that key during an emergency.  Chief Babe stated the he does not have an issue with theft or anything else with members being in the Town Hall where they should not be.  Chief Babe stated that he feels it is a lot of money and he does not see it right now.  Ch. Kastenson stated that if he is happy with the way it is right now, then he does not think they need it.  Discussion was held regarding the current code locks and if those would work with the key system.  Chief Babe would be interested in this system if it had that capability.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Loppnow to hold over.  Spvr. Loppnow suggested it be held over until next budget because if they are looking at the Fire Dept. as well, then they should be budgeting for it.  Motion carried 5/0.
Public Comment – Discussion of any matter raised by the public: Resident Bob Flasz commented on the street lights and one of the things he was always arguing about on the Planning Commission is that someone puts up a pole barn and then puts a street light up on it.  He suggested they put something in their ordinance requiring they shield their lights and become a “dark light” community.  
12.) Communication and Announcements:  Spvr. Ryan mentioned that there is the public hearing on the control access on Hwy. 45 in August.  He also mentioned that the open house for the Racine Co. Drainage meeting is tomorrow night from 4-8p.m.  Spvr. Cantwell will attend this open house.  Ch. Kastenson stated that one resident at the public hearing mentioned that he cannot make the school meetings because the town’s meetings are on the same night and this is not true because the school board meets the third Monday of every month and the town meets the second and fourth Mondays of every month.  Spvr. Lecus moved, seconded by Spvr. Ryan to go into recess at 8:44p.m. due to the fact that the 
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Planning Commission was still in session reviewing items on the town board’s agenda, carried 5/0.  Spvr. Cantwell rejoined the Planning Commission meeting as a commissioner.  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to go back into open session at 8:50p.m., carried 4/0.
13.) Adjournment:  Spvr. Loppnow moved, seconded by Spvr. Lecus to adjourn, carried 4/0.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50p.m.
